Background: The contest was first organised in 1964. At the time it included only three categories. It has grown from 500 to 18,000 pictures, acquiring an international character, also thanks to the contribution of BBC Wildlife Magazine. the exhibition currently travels around the world, covering 38 countries including America, Brazil, Spain, Australia, China, and Morocco. Usually it is set up in museums, galleries, zoos and centres for scientific research. 

Actions: December: appointment of the jury; February: beginning of the promotional campaign; May: beginning of the selection; October: announcement of the winner at a ceremony in the Museum of Natural History.

The jury consists of 14 experts on photography, art and nature (Frances Abraham, Richard du Toit, Tony Heald, Jennifer Jeffrey, Rosamunnd Kidman Cox, Florian Mollers, Vhris Packham, Tim Parmenter, Nik Pollard, Jonathan Scott, Pedro Silmon, Kirsten Sowry, Vickie Walters, Zoe Whishaw)
