II Fair of birdwatching and nature tourism

A successful event.
The first International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair was a great success and one of the most important European events in the field of birdwatching and nature tourism. The fair is organised in cooperation with environmental institutions and associations. It aims at promoting and enhancing sustainable, environmentally-friendly tourism.

Some figures.

The first Fair (Comacchio, April 29th May 2nd 2004) met with great success in terms of visitors and exhibitors. 3,000 square metres of stands; 124 exhibitors; 25,000 visitors; more than 500 Italian birdwatchers (members of the associations ASOER and EBN); 2,000 participants in the excursions; 90 accredited journalists; 680 students participating in educational initiatives; 700 participants in conferences, workshops, lectures and presentations; 20 tour operators from different countries (the Netherlands, United Kingdom, Switzerland, Jamaica, India, South Africa, Denmark, Germany, Cuba and Ethiopia). 

The 2005 Fair.
This year (Comacchio, April 28th - May 1st) the Fair offers many new initiatives, which will be presented during the press conference on Thursday December 16th in Milan. The exhibition area will be twice as big, the location will no longer be Palazzo Bellini in Comacchio, but the area near the embankment Fattibello, at the heart of the fascinating Comacchio Lagoons. The number of participants will be higher, with leading companies in the fields of optics and photography, Italian and foreign tour operators and travel agencies; Italian and European Natural Parks; environmental associations and institutions; low-impact vehicles; specialised press; clothing, equipment and accessories for camping and leisure time; services to environmental sites; environmental education associations and much more.

Exhibitions and congresses.

Visitors to the Fair will have the opportunity to choose from a rich event programme, from guided tours of the Po Delta to the photographic contest, from the exhibitions to audio-visual screening shows, as well as workshops on photography, sculpture and painting, sport events, lectures and congresses. In the evening, visitors can taste local delicacies accompanied by the music of the ‘Delta jazz & blues’. Special attention is devoted to young people, with a dedicated exhibition area, educational workshops, birdwatching and photography lessons held by experts, guided tours and environmental education activities.
