An International Festival to discover and observe the bird world. 
SHOTS, VIDEOS, SHORT FILMS ON THE NATURALISTIC THEME will be competing in Ravenna 

RAVENNA. Birds from all over the world will be the protagonists of the films competing in Ravenna, in occasion of the ’International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair 2006 which will be held in Comacchio, in the Po Delta Park ’Emilia-Romagna from April 28th to May 1st. And they will become protagonists through rare, unusual, curious, special images, technically perfect or simply amusing, showing how nature is a constant surprise. 
Through the new technologies, the pleasure in catching instants of life has become more and more a passion not only for people working with it, but also for anyone fond of nature, lingering over lagoons and fields to admire the local wildfowl and producing films of undisputable scientific value witnessing an unusual behaviour or scenic views of rare beauty. 
In occasion of the Birdwatching Fair, Ravenna will play host to the First International Festival of Ornithological Reportage carried out in collaboration with the naturalist Francesco Petretti from Rai 3 TV programme Geo&Geo. At the Cinema City in Ravenna, either the public selection of the films produced (popular jury composed of the primary school of the Municipality) and also the video projection of the films awarded the first prizes. 
The Contest comprises three categories: the first one reserved to the professionals, the second to the shots of birds in their natural habitat In Italy, the third to short, that is brief sequences of a few seconds. Rich and interesting prizes at the Fair exhibitors’ disposal. 
In occasion of the Fair it will then take place the evening of the awards. On 29th April 2006, at the Sala Polivalente San Pietro of Palazzo Bellini in Comacchio, the technical jury, composed of experienced ornithologists, reporters, naturalists and people from TV, will be introducing the ornithological “Oscars”: Among the jury members: Sveva Sagramola, TV presenter from Geo & Geo, Fulco Pratesi, WWF president,  Giuliano Tallone, Lipu president, the ethologist Danilo Mainardi and Carol Debney from Bird Watching Magazine.

The films allowed to the Festival will have to be originally on video or film, but will have to be turned to DVD, have a max duration of 55’, they can also be taken Either in Italy and abroad, will have to represent birds in their natural habitat and be accompanied by a short synopsis and a technical form. The deadline to participate in the contest is scheduled for 10th April. Films are required to be submitted within that date to DELTA 2000 –Festival of ornithological reportage– Strada Luigia, 8 – 44020 Ostellato (Fe).
