Birds caught by poachers released at the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair 
May 1st, Comacchio: the unusual initiative by the Government Forestry Department 
Sveva Sagramola patroness of the kermesse third edition
COMACCHIO. In occasion of the International Po delta Birdwatching Fair 2006 (Comacchio, April 28th-May 1st 2006) the birds caught by poachers are released and rescued by the Government Forestry Department. This initiative, taking place in Comacchio on 1st May, was presented yesterday in Ravenna by the provincial commander of Ravenna and Ferrara Pierluigi Fedele. In the Fair pavilions, along Fattibello riverbank in Comacchio, the anti-poaching exhibition will be set up, a kind of gallery of horrors displaying the main capture devices seized by police agents all around Italy:  By good fortune -Fedele said- similar instruments of torture are not likely to be found in our provinces, more widely used in Southern Italy“.
The Fair, this year come to its third edition, will be sponsored by the TV presenter Sveva Sagramola, from Rai Tre broadcast Geo&Geo.

Nature Tourism is more and more increasing over our territory ( growth rates from 10 to 30%), with a target age between 35 and 55 years old, high expenditure power and good educational background. “The International Birdwatching Fair - as the journalist Francesco Petretti claims - naturalist from Geo&Geo, is an important occasion to celebrate the environment and nature tourism. 
The Po Delta Park Vice President Massimo Medri highlighted the interest towards the promotion of the territory and the peculiarities of the Po Delta Park Emilia-Romagna, the only Italian destination at the British Birdwatching Fair, the main International event on birdwatching held in Great Britain; while Delta 2000 president Giancarlo Malacarne pointed out the principal function of the Fair promoting the single uncontaminated territory of the Po Delta Park Emilia-Romagna: “The Fair comes from an idea of trans-nationality dating back to 1997-he claimed- with an Irish partner. We have been keeping invest on this product ever since, until the Birdwatching Fair birth itself, three years ago”.
