At the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair the unique occasion to visit the Glanzlichter exhibition 2006 from April 28th to May 1st 2006

COMACCHIO. A unique occasion to see exclusive wildlife images and to become Italian Champions of photography. In Un’occasione unica per vedere immagini naturalistiche esclusive e per diventare campioni italiani di fotografia. In the lagoon city of Comacchio (Fe), in the evocative halls of the ancient building Manifattura dei Marinati and in absolute preview in Italy, the 82 images of the Glanzlichter 2006, one of the most important contests of photography at European level at the Birdwatching Fair. The competition was born in Germany in 1999 and involves a selection of the best images in nine categories: “Nature’s best” (photography and landscape), “The beauty of plants”, “Nature as art “(shapes, colours, abstractions from Nature), “Artists on the wings” (images of birds), “The mammals world”, “National Parks of the World”, “The living Forest”, “Ice age survivors” (photos of amphibious and reptiles), “Tiger’s best” (pictures of tigers as protagonists). 

For the 2006 edition 9.608 pictures submitted by 707 photographers from 27 different countries. With 911 images by 62photographers, Italy has been the most important Nation this year, a part from Germany, to participate in the contest. Seven winning Italian photographers: Gianni Maitan, Marcello Libra, Sepp Hackhofer, Luciano Gaudenzio, Hugo Wassermann, Luca Fantoni, Georg Kantioler. 

For those people fond of photography, many other initiatives will be available: beginning with the Delta in focus contest, rich in prestigious prizes (info. www.podeltabirdfair.it). A space dedicated to the most important companies of the sector will also be set up at the Fair, covering an area in which new products will be shown, advice given and where all the necessary technical assistance will be provided. At disposal of the photographers willing to describe their works and catch the public’s attention, a reserved area will be provided. A space also for the extraordinary images of the Italian Championship of Wildlife Photography 2005 organised by Arno Photography association and the National expert photographers’ group, representing the pool of the Delta in focus photographers, telling by shots about the landscape and wildfowl of the several sites throughout the Po Delta Park. From the big success of the past editions, the didactic occasion for adults and schools is back, with photography workshops (theoretical and in the field), with the best  photography experts. The evenings will be pleasantly animated by digital and fading videos outdoor, telling about the territory and life in the Po Delta area, by matching images and music in a unique and exciting way.
