Discovering the Po Delta Park by caravan
Gatherings, meetings, initiatives for the third edition of the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair held in Comacchio

from April 28th to May 1st.

COMACCHIO (FE). For everyone who is fond of open-air tourism in touch with nature, for an exciting experience by caravan or camping, no other place is better than the Po Delta Park. 

The Delta by caravan. The Po Delta Park Emilia-Romagna is a unique area in Europe: framed by the cities of art Venice, Ferrara, Ravenna, it overlooks the renowned coasts of the Adriatic where bathing tourism has been a tradition for over 30 years. Besides an important artistic and cultural heritage, the Delta offers the chance to enter the traditions of country and lagoon life and territories preserving wet sites of International importance for the presence of several water bird species.

There are several ways in which you can discover the Po Delta: bike excursions along the riverbanks, on horse back through the coastal pinewoods or by boat, along the waterways, itineraries to the discovery of the local food&wine tradition, all along the Wine&Dine route. And also travelling by caravan is easy if you consider that the Po Delta is built through a net of roads ensuring an easy and comfortable enjoyment of the area and it is equipped with stop areas and with some of the most beautiful campings in Italy.

Appointment with Birdwatching. Birdwatching represents an alternative to the tourist traditional enjoyment of the naturalistic oasis: a new and exciting way to get close to the unique habitats characterising the Po Delta Park. 

Doing birdwatching, or observing birds in their natural habitat (this is the meaning), it is still a little known activity but it has become a must in the Po Delta, where it is particularly easy and breathtaking, thanks to the presence of over 300 species of different birds
This year again, the International Po Delta Birdwatching and Nature Tourism Fair which will be held in Comacchio (FE) from April 28th to May 1st 2006, in the heart of the Po Delta Park, arranges guided excursions to the principal naturalistic sites of the Delta, with the aim of promoting the activity of birdwatching and tourism, by encouraging the awareness towards a responsible enjoyment of the Italian most important wet area. 

It will be possibile to join excursions for all the duration of the Fair to the main sites of naturalistic interest such as: Sacca di Goro, Valli di Comacchio, Valli di Ostellato; Saline di Cervia; Punte Alberete e Valle Mandriole (or della Canna), the pinewoods and Pialasse of Ravenna. All the excursions will depart from Comacchio by a 50 seats pullman to reach the different destinations and it will also be possibile to join more than one excursions a day.

In collaboration with the local tour operators, horse back excursions, boat excursions, bike routes and by night excursions as well will be arranged: All of this will enable visitors to enjoy the Po Delta sites day by day in a different way, by tasting the peculiarities they are renowned for

Gatherings and meetings by bike, horseback, caravan. In particular, for all those concerned with open air tourism, caravan rallies are scheduled (from April 28th to May 1st)  Appointments will be at the caravan area of Casalborsetti (RA), in collaboration with Pro Loco (Local office organising events and activities) and in Portomaggiore (FE), in collaboration with the Municipality and organised by Camper Club Italia. Both of the gatherings involve activities and excursions linked to the Birdwatching Fair with the possibility of reaching it by a shuttle provided by the fair organisation. 
Important events have been scheduled for cyclists: “Riding in the Po Delta” (Le pedalate nel Delta) consists of two itineraries by bike on 30th April. The first gathering organised in collaboration with the Inter-Municipality Association of Southern Romagna, Sant’Alberto district and coordinated by the bike guides of Lugo (RA), will depart from Alfonsine and will get to Comacchio, at the Fair. The second gathering develops through an itinerary around Comacchio and surroundings, and it is organised in collaboration with ANPI and the Endas Association,Comacchio (FE).

Last but not least, horse back riding lovers will have the chance to participate in the horse gathering called “A cavallo nel Parco del Delta” (horse back riding in the Po Delta), scheduled for April 29th and 30th, in collaboration with FITE-TREC-ANTE Emilia-Romagna, departing from the Tenuta Augusta Farmhouse, Mandriole (RA).
