Presented at BIT Fair in Milan the “Po Delta Park, birdwatching and naturalistic routes” 

COMACCHIO (FE). On Monday February 20th the “Po Delta Park, birdwatching and naturalistic routes” guide by the Touring Club has been presented at BIT (International Tourism Exchange). The guide will be available in all bookstores by March 2nd.

The Park is safeguarded by Unesco as heritage of mankind and it consists of one of the most widest wetlands in europe and in the Mediterranean.It lies between the regions Emilia-Romagna and Veneto, represents a place of rare beauty and outstanding ecological value, in which land, river and coastal habitats coexist and where woods, pinewoods, flooded forests alternate with sweet/ salty watered wetlands and which presents an extraordinary variety of flora and fauna. Several are the bird species one can find in this area-more than 370- which characterise the Park as a real paradise for birdwatching lovers and ornithologists. Many equipments are to be found here, watch towers, pathways, huts, cycling, walking itineraries or boat excursions, customised for ornithologists and birdwatchers, together with all the offer from the greatest event of continental Europe focused on birdwatching, the International Po Delta birdwatching and Nature Tourism Fair. Because doing birdwatching or watching birds in their natural habitat, has become a “must” in the Po Delta

The area is also rich in signs of human intervention and life by the river, as well as of small centres of arts and outstanding sights, such as Pomposa Abbey. 

The guide offers a complete and involving description of the Delta area peculiarities, without leaving behind those aspects of the food&wine tradition which make this land a destination of indisputabile appeal. 

The guide comes from an interterritorial programme of cooperation financed by the Europan initiative LEADER +; the above mentioned project, aiming at the improvement and valorisation of the Delta area, involves both the Po Delta Regional Parks (Emilia-Romagna and Veneto), the three Provinces of Rovigo, Ferrara and Ravenna, and also the two Local Action Groups DELTA 2000 e Polesine Delta Po.
The guide reflects the typical outline of the “itineraries” collection, presented more or less a year ago and amounting to 20 titles: easy read, written by Touring “special correspondents”, they offer in a fast and pleasant way, everything but banal, all the necessary information to arrange an holiday, a week end, or even one Sunday outside town. Each title contains an area presentation with correspondent cartography, the description and the maps of the most important cities, special interest itineraries (birdwatching, Nature and environment, arts and culture, architecture, food and wine, artisanship...) indications for welness and leisure activities (beauty farms, markets, festivals, sport, Spa..); useful information (tourist offices and transport) and then original hints for accommodation and for local cousine tasting (hotels, farmhouses, B&B, restaurants..). Always paying particular attention to the quality-price relation and also with Touring’s suggestions on what you can’t definitely miss.
