Nature shows off
At the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair the most beautiful pictures, coming from all over Europe, inspired by the environment 
In Comacchio, by the Manifattura dei Marinati  from April 28th

 to May 1st an exclusive for Italy with the best images of the “Glanzlichter 2006”

Once again photography and its connection with nature, which is loved and admired by a more and more increasing number of people, will be an indisputable protagonist of the International Po Delta Birdwatching and Nature Tourism Fair. During the days of the event which will be held in Comacchio (Fe) from April 28th to May 1st, the fascinating halls of the Manifatture dei Marinati will welcome, in absolute preview in Italy, the Glanzlichter 2006 images, one of the most important photography contests at European level. 

The contest was born in Germany in 1999 and involves a selection of the best images in nine categories. “Nature’s best” (photography and landscape), “The beauty of plants”, “Nature as art “(shapes, colours, abstractions from Nature), “Artists on the wings” (images of birds), “The mammals world”, “National Parks of the World”, “The living Forest”, “Ice age survivors” (photos of amphibious and reptiles), “Tiger’s best” (pictures of tigers as protagonists). 

In occasion of the 2006 edition, the Projekt Natur Fotografie organising the event, 9608 pictures by 707 photographers from 27different Countries have been submitted. 

The 34% of the pictures submitted is by photographers of other than German nationality, a clear sign of the ever growing international importance of the Fair. With 911 images by 62 photographers, Italy has been this year the most important nation, besides Germany, to participate in the contest. In the list of the winners, 2006 edition, there are 7 Italian photographers:  Gianni Maitan from the category “Artists on the wings”; Marcello Libra for the category “Parks of the world”; Sepp Hackhofer for the categories "The beauty of plants" and "Nature as art"; still in this last category Luciano Gaudenzio, Hugo Wassermann, Luca Fantoni, awarded also for the category "Ice age survivors"; Georg Kantioler for the category " Ice age survivors ". Photographers will be given prizes during the 8th edition of Furstenfeld wildlife photography days (nearby Munich, Bayern), the most important event about wildlife photography in Germany, from May 18th to May 21st 2006. At the International Po Delta Birdwatching and Nature Tourism Fair, all the photographers and people willing to know more about birdwatching, will have the chance to see the 82 winning amazing pictures and appreciate the photographers’ ability.

Afterwards, the exhibition will come to Furstenfeld and during the year it will be shown in other 20 locations all over Germany, among which the Photokina of Köln, the most important exhibition about photography all over the world. 

All the winning images will also appear in the "Glanzlichter 2006" book; in the 124 pages of the book where you will be able to find the information on each image and the technical data provided by the photographers.
