During the excursions arranged for the International Birdwatching and Nature Tourism Fair 2006, one of the stations of the National Legambiente project “The springtime map”, Punte Alberete, will be reached. 

The project, sponsored by the Ministry of Environmental and Territorial Safeguard, and carried out by Legambiente in collaboration with Federparchi and Coldiretti, aims at getting useful information about changes in weather conditions by monitorino the florescence of some plant species and the effect of these changes on biodiversity. The Springtime map is placed within the Countdown 2010, th campaign promoted by the European Office IUCN (The World Conservation Union), through which the European youth, Governmental and non-Governmental Organisations, private individuals and institutes of Research are asked to undertake actions aimed at preventing and stopping the biodiversity decline within 2010. 

In the Po Delta Park the project has been carried out by Legambiente tourism staff in collaboration with GGEV personnel (Volunteering Ecologic Security Guards). During the excursions the project will be explained and presented in general terms, goals, methodologies and expected results. In the monitoring stations, on the other hand, the plants chosen will be shown, with particular notes on their peculiarities and their florescence state. Explanation time needed for each excursion will be of about 10 minutes, while the general presentation of the project will take about 15 minutes. Excursions will be led by GGEV staff, involved in the project development in 2005.
